FINANCIAL SUMMARY

Shop with a Cop only has three major fundraising events, our annual golf
outing, our raffle, and our letter campaign. All of them equally important and
successful.

e Our golf outing was held on July 30, 2021 at the Golf Club of
lllinois, where we had 104 registered golfers and 23 dinner
guests. Golfers enjoyed a lunch, complimentary drinks and a
dinner after their round of golf. Our sponsorships raised, $6,850;
our foursomes and dinner guests raised, $9,114 and all of our =%
additional raffles, silent auctions and donations raised $3499; in
total, our golf outing generated a revenue $19,463. Our _
expenses, which included, paying for golf and dinner, golfer gifts,
etc., was $12,581. After this was taken into account, the golf outing for 2021 raised $6880.

e Our annual raffle took place on Dec. 3, 2021 during Dickens in Dundee at the West Dundee
Village Hall. Close to 1500 tickets were sold; thanks to the generosity of some local
businesses, including Schock’s Towing, Pete’s A Towing and TLC Handwash and Detail,
our raffle was very successful, with $5,055 being raised.

e Every year, Shop with a Cop reaches out to our local businesses to help raise funds for our
annual shopping event. This year, our business community donated $13,650 to the annual
shopping event. In addition, Shop with a Cop received several grants, including $5,000 from
the Fischer Foundation and $6,000 from Walmart. And many local residents also donated
to the shopping event.
