Scholarships are to be utilized at a community college, a vocational program, trade school,
or a four-year university.

e Must be enrolled as a full or part-time college student during the 2026-2027 school year
(excluding summer session).

Please read the following very carefully. Failure to comply with the rules could result in
disqualification.

How to Apply:

Any student interested in this scholarship shall complete the following documentation and return
it postmarked no later than May 15™, 2026:

e Completed Application
o 1 Letter of Recommendation (police officer, community leader or school staff member).
¢ 500-word essay answering the following questions:
o Inwhat way have you contributed to your community and/or family, and how do
you plan to continue that?
o How will you utilize your post-secondary education to make a difference in your
community?

Distribution of Monies: Any scholarship funds awarded will be paid directly to the school on
behalf of the recipient. The recipient must instruct the college they are attending to notify Shop
with a Cop in writing regarding their full or part-time enrollment status before any scholarship
funds will be disbursed. SWAC must receive this written confirmation from the school on official
school letterhead (a school schedule is not acceptable) by September 15, 2026.

Deadlines:

The deadline for all application submissions is Friday, May 15", 2026. If you are awarded a
scholarship, SWAC must be contacted by the school with written enrollment verification before
September 15, 2026, or the scholarship check will not be issued, and your scholarship will be
forfeited.

IMPORTANT NOTICE: SWAC scholarship funds are intended to assist students with the cost of
tuition, books, and fees. No funds can be used for housing or any other incurred expenses. Funds
must be used during the regular school year and cannot be used for summer courses. Books
must be purchased from a learning institution's campus bookstore and directly billed through that
institution’s bursar’s office. If tuition is paid in full by any other scholarship, grant, or other financial
aid, the SWAC scholarship shall not be used to reduce the other funding.

The name of the scholarship winner will be announced by June 15™, 2026, on our social
media pages and website. The scholarship winner will be notified by phone and/or in
writing by Shop with a Cop before the social media announcement.
